· Between 30 and 50 years of age 
· Applicants must have no prior or limited experience in the United States

	
English Language Requirement

	· It is imperative that all candidates demonstrate English language fluency.  Institutes are rigorous and demanding programs; participants will be expected to handle substantial reading assignments in English and to be active participants in all seminar and panel discussions.  English fluency is vital to a successful experience in the institute. TOEFL Score of 70 iBT is required. 

	Personal Statement 
	· A narrative Personal Statement describing why you want to participate in this program, your personal philosophy, how your participation in this program will enhance your personal and professional development, improve education about the United States, and how you will use your experience to help your country.  
· Currently employed applicants must also write about their professional responsibilities, research interests, and/or administrative responsibilities.

	· An up-to-date curriculum vitae (CV) or resume is required and is part of the application package.

	Letters of Recommendation

	· One recommendation letter from your institution
· Letter of recommendation must NOT be written by applicant’s relatives or friends.
